     For the first time in our Club’s history, the Club entered a 

float in the annual Temple Christmas Parade.  We were able to 

accomplish this fine feat due to the exceptional creativity of our 

fellow club member Paul Milton (along with a tremendous 

amount of effort that he put into the preparation of the float).  

     This saga began when Paul obtained a non-flying 

experimental homebuilt plane that he promptly painted up to 

look like Dusty Crophopper from the Disney movie Planes. He 

then got the brilliant idea that Dusty could be used as the focal 

point of a float for our club in the Christmas Parade.  After a ton 

of work on his part, he had positioned Dusty on a borrowed 

trailer and built a wooden framework to support Christmas lights 

to illuminate him (along with a rotating beacon and landing 

light). A small Christmas tree was placed on the front of the 

trailer and a larger tree was placed in the rear, both had lights. A 

nice banner made up by Stacey Peacock was placed on the rear 

framework. The sides of the trailer were covered with a festive 

red plastic. 

     Our float was near the end of the parade. The City required a 

minimum of four walkers to accompany the float, one on each 

corner of the trailer. We actually had a few more members 

walking along, each carrying a lit foamy night flyer (Stacey 

carried one of his helicopters) plus some riders on the float. A 

couple of  Paul’s grandkids were in the cockpit of the plane, and 

Todd Milton drove the towing pickup. The parade route was 

about a mile in length through downtown Temple. 

     I was surprised to see the reaction from the kids (and some of 

the parents) along the route – they all seemed to know who 

Dusty was!  Apparently the judges were also pleased with our 

entry, because they awarded our float 2
nd

 place, which came with 

a $500 cash prize!!!  In addition to the cash prize, our Club 

received some great visibility in the community. This was all due 

to Paul’s hard work and exceptional creativity.
